GSP provides technical support to all countries that approach the GSP 

team, and complements the work of other supporting bodies such as 
the Consultative Group of Experts on National Communications from 
Parties not included in Annex I to the Convention 
GSP guided by an Advisory Committee composed of representatives 

from UNDP, UNEP, UNFCCC, GEF, CGE.
